New players who have not previously registered with any club or school and are              

registering with KLUFC, will be required to provide proof of age/identification                     

(i.e. photocopy of players birth certificate). This can be brought along to your first           

pre-season training session.

This season the registration fees include a Veto Club Polo Shirt (valued at $35). Please 

stipulate the required size at the time of registration. 

The Club will always consider cases of extreme financial hardship and look to assist     

parents accessing KYSA, where deemed appropriate. 

Fees are used to provide club membership, end of season trophies, ground rent, players 

and coaches insurance, playing strips, training equipment and associated administrative 

expenses, plus Football Federation Tasmania’s expenses including team nomination and 

referee fees. 
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Pre-season training and team trials (age groups with more than one team) 

for ALL registered youth players will commence at Lightwood Park 

Ground 3 (access off Gormley Drive Kingston) on Saturday 04/02/2012 

for boys squads and Sunday 05/02/2012 for girls squads.  

Pre -season training will continue throughout February and March 

2012 for both boys and girls squads (please refer to 2012 Season          

Calendar on page 2 for details). 

Details outlining the times for both boys and girls squad sessions will be 

emailed to you following registration and will also be posted on the 

Club’s website www.klusc.org.au.  

An additional training session for the Club’s youth goalkeepers will be 

conducted during the pre-season, details outlining program and times 

will be provided to youth goalkeepers during the first few weeks of pre-

season.  

Youth squads/teams will also play inter-club practice games on the week-

end of the 24/03/2012 and 25/03/2012, to assist coaches with final team preparations. 

 

During the playing season, training for all youth squads will be conducted twice a week at either of the Club’s training 

grounds, Lightwood Park Ground 3 or Gormley Park Kingston. 

The KLUFC Development Program is a skills-based training session aimed at improving each players technical qualities 

and skill development. This will be conducted on a Monday night 5.00pm—7.00pm at Gormley Park for ALL youth players 

in the age groups U13 - U16 (boys and girls). FFA accredited senior and youth coaches and also specialist coaches will 

conduct these sessions.  

Squad coaches will organise and conduct the 2nd training session, on another      afternoon/night during 

the week (this will be advised by your squad coach).  

The U17 boys squad (in lieu of the above) will attend a Premier U19 training session 

during the week, in addition to their squad training night.  

All players are required to wear suitable clothing together with boots and           shin

-pads (covered by socks) to all training sessions. Warm clothing and wet weather  

spray jackets are also advisable.  

Fluid and hydration is important, so players should bring their own drink bottles 

(water and/or sports drinks only), please be advised that “Energy Drinks” (ie. Red 

Bull, etc.) are not recommended.  

Playing strips should also not be worn to training sessions. 

Also, please ensure that the Clubõs Medical Information Form is completed and handed in to your squad coach at one 

of the pre-season training sessions (this form will be handed out to ALL youth players at their first pre-season training   

session).

An information session targeting returning 2011 U12 players and new U13 players to the Club (and their parents) will be 

held at the Club’s Lightwood Park clubrooms early in the pre-season. Session date and time will be emailed to you and 

also posted on the Club’s website www.klusc.org.au. 

This session will provide an opportunity for the Club to outline the structure of the Football Federation Tasmania (FFT) 

youth competitions for the 2012 season, competition rules and also provide players and their parents with an insight into a 

“typical” youth season at the Club (training sessions, coaches, players equipment, fluid/hydration, parent volunteering 

and support, lines of communication, etc.) 

As boys and girls enter their teenage years and begin developing their own mechanisms for dealing with the pressures 

associated with this stage of their life, we hope the session will assist these players (and their parents) prepare for a 

smooth transition from junior football (U6-U12) to the start of the competition levels of youth football (U13 - U17). 

The session will close with an open forum, where questions or concerns can be raised and discussed. 

Parents who have first aid qualifications/training (and will usually be in attendance at their child’s game and/or training 

sessions are asked to make their squad/team coach aware of this. First aid treatment of players may be required during 

the season and knowledge of qualified personnel within the squad will be greatly appreciated by the coaches and        

players. 

The Club will provide each team with an appropriately stocked first aid kit and disposable cold packs.

The Club will provide all players with a playing shirt and the players are required to provide blacks shorts, black socks 

and shin guards. Mouthguards are optional. 

Alternative white socks (away strip) will also be required by all players where there is a colour clash with an opponents 

home strip (your squad coach will advise which socks are to be worn at away games). Please ensure players have both 

pairs of socks available in their game day kit bag, together with their boots and shin guards. 

All game cancellations are advised on radio station 7HO-FM (101.7FM) prior to and after 8.00am on a Saturday mornings. 

It is also advisable to check the Club’s website www.klusc.org.au and Football Federation Tasmania’s website                     

www.footballfederationtas.com.au for any advice regarding cancellations of games and/or changes to game locations 

and/or kick-off times.
